Grade 1 — Supply List
General Supplies

The following is a list of items that all students will need to have with them at the start of
the new school year.
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Bookbag

Man’s shaving bag that zippers or closes securely. It should be big enough to
hold all or your child’s supplies. (Small pencil cases, plastic boxes, and pencil
cases with snap-out drawers or secret compartments are not acceptable and will be
sent back home. They are a distraction to your child and therefore every child,
and they don’t fit in the desks.)

Sturdy Pocket Folders. Please, not the paper ones. I know they’re cheaper, but
we use them as test folders, and your child will be frustrated trying to get the
paper ones to stand up without flopping over.

Black and White Hardbound Composition Notebook.

Box of 16 crayons. Please, no larger boxes. They take up too much room and
wind up spilled all over the floor.

Eraser

Glue Sticks for community use. They will be collected and stored, to be put out
and used as needed.

Pack of number two pencils for community use. They will be collected, stored,
and put out as needed.

Boxes of Facial Tissue

Box of no more than 16 markers

Please, no spiral notebooks, binders, trapper keepers, or individual pencil sharpeners.
Also, no colored pencils, Gel-pens, or glitter crayons.

Please use permanent ink to put your child’s name or initials on lunch boxes, book bags,
and uniform pieces.
